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We are using committee boat starts as much as possible this season for dinghy racing.  This will give 
better beats, with the chance to choose which side to sail and whether to go out into the river or stay 
inshore.   This was a great success in the Brass Monkey.   Nova is your committee boat - please bring 
a watch, but sailing instructions, flags, poles to attach them to (the best solution is to have these hand-
held apart from the shorten course flag) and results sheets can all be found in the race box.  We have 
rostered assistant OODs to help with flags.   Please make sure you are down in time to retrieve Nova 
from her mooring and to collect the necessary equipment.  The course should still be displayed on the 
starters hut door. 
The rescue boats will lay a pink buoy to mark the outer end of the start line.  Please remember to re-
trieve it at the end of the day! 

In the event that a committee boat start is not possible, please note that we have reverted to a start 
transit for shore starts using the flag pole on the starters box and the striped pole in front of the club-
house.  Mark 1 (or 9, if it is low tide or it provides the chance of a truer beat) will now be an outer 
distance mark only.         

Also Mark 3 is in its usual place off Downing Point but incorrectly has the number 10 painted on 
it.  Mark 10 also has the number 10 painted on it, and is in its correct place.

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Whether or not you've attended East Coast Sailing Week before, Forth Yacht Clubs Association 
would appreciate your views & ideas to help us plan the 2007 event. Please use the attached survey 
form and return it by late May, preferably by E-mail to brownhouse@blueyonder.co.uk or by post to 
the address on the form. 
  
ECSW on the Forth has been run in much the same format for over 10 years. Attendance has fallen 
from the 100+ peak in 1995 and we'd like to make the event more attractive to a wider cross-section 
of yachtsmen on the East Coast. Events which attract dedicated racers, such as the Bell Lawrie Scot-
tish Series, are becoming shorter & more intensive with 2-3 races per day. Recognising that some rac-
ers prefer round the cans and some passage style races, one proposal is to split the fleet to reflect this 
and have 'Racer-cruisers' and 'Cruiser-racers'.  Given that many sailors have other commitments, a 
further possibility is to make ECSW a 4-day Friday - Monday event but with berthing & 'yacht-
sitting' arrangements to allow NE & Tay based entrants to make their passages to & from the Forth at 
the weekends before & after the event. We welcome opinions of both owners & crews but please 
identify the yacht you are likely to sail on. Please also circulate the survey form to others who may 
wish to contribute their opinions.

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As many of you are aware the Dinghy Parking at DBSC has been open access but individual boats will all have their own 
parking spot for 2006.  The map of the grounds has numbered parking spots. These are now allocated to most of the boats 
currently in the upper dinghy parks.  This means that anyone who does not have their boat at DBSC to date will have to 
park in one of the remaining free spaces.  Please contact the harbour master before you bring your boat to DBSC. 
    

Some boats do not have their allocated parking spot documented.  To help organise this it would be appreciated if all mem-
bers could check the map and complete the blanks where necessary on the Parking List which is currently taped to the out-
side of one of the club notice boards in the basement.  This list will be updated regularly and may move position but will 
always be posted in one of the basement notice boards. 
Your co-operation in completing the allocation process is appreciated.   
   

One of the major benefits of this is that members who travel should no longer return to DBSC and find another boat in their 
parking spot.  This measure will also help DBSC to continue to implement the boat storage policy and identify non-
members who may have abandoned a boat. 
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The moorings are filling up, we’ve had race one and the 
weather has been good to us (so far). 
Despite a testing blow late in April which brought out the 
usual early season twitching on the foreshore and sleep-
less night for the keelboat owners we seem to have man-
aged to have fair breezes for the weekends and it’s great 
to see the level of activity picking up at the Club. 
          

Congratulations and a hefty thank you are due to Andy 
Marshall and Ian Lucas who have exceeded themselves 
this year with the launching schedule, Andy managing 
nine boats in one day!   
If you are still on the hard it is time to start thinking 
about getting afloat.  We have the luxury of the boat park 
and its facilities for the winter but now that the season 
really is in full swing we need to clear the space for the 
increasing number of dinghies which reside at the Club 
for the summer.

So far there’s been one race to report on (more by the 
time you read this).  Eagerly anticipated, the first start of 
2006 saw a record 10 boats on (or near in our case) the 
start line which is just great!  We were also delighted to 
welcome some new faces to the crews and to see Pete 
Cochrane and Rhythm Stick joining the fun.  With more 
boats due to take to the water at the Club soon we un-
doubtedly have one of the best attended Club racing 
scenes on the Forth. 
         

Brief ‘n Counter gave a demonstration of a faultless race 
closely followed by Zero Proof who is now clearly a 
force to be reckoned with.  The rest of us sorted out the 
early season tangles and rusty technique and relied on a 
very favourable late puff to bring us into the back of the 
fleet with 200m to go.  The results don’t really reflect 
how far ahead Brief and Zero actually were before they 
got caught in a hole but, hey, that’s sailing and the rest of 
us are not complaining!  Sadly the lack of wind meant 
that Harmony retired on the last down wind leg – a wise 
decision (as recorded on the race sheet by the Race Offi-
cer) given the failing light but they are still the only team 
at the Club who can round a mark with a cup of tea and 
fresh pancakes in hand. 
       

As for Les Beez Neez?  Well performance was as ex-
pected – rusty!  A lot to learn but watch this space, she is 
very, very quick downwind. 
       

Having only just settled into the cockpit so to speak a 
contingent of DBSC boats made the sterling effort to 
participate in the Bosun’s Locker at Port Edgar the Sun-
day after the first Club race.  First of the FIG (Forth In-
shore Group) races the weather was utterly demoralising 
and all credit to the determined soles who set out in very 
light airs and misty rain.  As it happened it was just as 
well the crews did as the slow fleet of five boats con-
tained four from DBSC. However, despite the siege tac- 

tics the only ‘other’ boat managed a win with New Wave 
coming a close second by only 30 seconds (corrected).  
With only 5 minutes of elapsed time separating first and 
last it was clearly a close race on the water – you just 
couldn’t see any of it from the shore. 
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Onto a different tack and talk is spreading round the Club 
of a number of boats heading West to join the fun at 
Tennants West Highland Yachting Week.  For those who 
have never been or are not familiar then the main sponsor 
should give you a good indication of the focus of the 
week – racing is not necessarily the main agenda! 

So far it seems two possibly three boats are to make the 
trip with other individuals likely to be participating as 
crew on other yachts based on the West.  If anyone is 
considering taking part then hopefully we can encourage 
you to do so.

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A bit disappointingly we suffered a number of dropouts 
from the list and in the end decided to cancel.  These 
checks are still available and are free of charge but will 
now need to be arranged by individual owners.  Details 
can be found on the RNLI website www.rnli.org.uk  
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Having confused the life out of Lionel I did eventually 
find the remaining tags in my possession – sorry Lionel. 
    

Lionel now has the remaining mooring tags and is in 
contact with the Crown Estates to get extras for those 
who have a new mooring.  For the record we have been 
advised that if you lose the tag, the number becomes ob-
solete and a new tag will be issued for the following sea-
son. 
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Although there is a limit on the slots for tenders we are 
relatively relaxed about the use of the engine racks for 
anyone’s outboard.  There are however a small but in-
creasing number of engines which do not seem to move 
and a large number of oars which have no home.   
       

We would be grateful if those storing their engines on the 
racks could identify their outboards in some manner and 
for those whose engines are not likely to move for a long 
time to remove them.  We will be tagging those engines 
which seem to be long term unused residents and if no 
contact is forthcoming they will be removed. 
    

If you have oars in the tender store please keep them in 
your dinghy slot.  We will be culling the oars in due 
course and those which are unclaimed will end up in the 
lower boat shed as paddles for the rescue boats.
