This wonderful tart, taken from one of Michael Smith’s collections, will serve 8 people

150g plain flour 1 tbs. Icing sugar

759 hard butter, cut into dice 1tbhs. Lemon juice

350qg cranberries, fresh or frozen juice of 1 orange

50g caster sugar 25ml rum or whisky

Topping:

759 unsalted butter, softened 150g caster sugar

2 eggs, beaten 1 heaped teasp. grated orange rind
150g ground almonds 25¢g plain white flour

Sieve the flour and icing sugar together. Rub in the butter until sandy textured. Mix the lemon juice, 1 tablespoon water
and the egg yolks together, then add to the flour mixture to bind. Gather into a ball, and leave to relax in the fridge for at
least half an hour.

Roll out the pastry and use it to line a 20-23cm loose-bottomed flan tin, 4 cm deep. Chill again. Line the pastry with but-
tered foil, fill with dried beans and bake blind for about 15 minutes at atemperature of 200°C/Gas mark 6. Remove the foil
and beans and bake for another 5 minutes.

Wash the cranberries well. Simmer over the lowest heat with the orange juice until they ‘pop’ and are soft. Add the caster
sugar and rum or whisky, then mash to a puree. Spread over the bottom of the cooked flan case, till in the metal tin, leav-
ing behind some of the juices.

Make the topping by creaming the butter and sugar well. Incorporate the eggs gradually and add the orange rind. Sievein
the almonds and flour, fold in, then spread over the cranberry sauce.

Reduce the temperature to 180°C/Gas mark 4 and bake for 45 minutes. The pastry should be lovely and crisp. Serve hot or
cool, but not chilled, with whipped cream.

This can be made in advance and frozen, but do warm it in a cool oven before serving to crispen up the pastry.

Remember to reduce the oven temperatures for fan ovens.
